	Classroom
	1. Ask the students write the story of their life in their journal from when they can remember to when they are an elder. Encourage them to think creatively and positively about the future.  

2. Discuss in class, the changes in the family relationships within the stories. How have Abdullah, Merza, Fatima and Haleema changed in their attitudes and behaviour towards others in the family. How have Bibi Jan’s characteristics of gentle wisdom and compassion supported the family? What does her dream at the beginning of this story mean? 
3. Ask the students to reflect in their journal about the development peaceful feelings, behaviour and attitudes in themselves. What influence have the stories had? 


	Schoolyard
	1. If possible, ask the students to read their life story to the class if they wish to share it.

2. Discuss with the students what they have learned by reading The Journey of Peace. Have the stories changed the way they think, feel or act toward each other? Ask them to share their reflections.
3. Ask the students to comment on Peer Peace Monitors and the Place of Peace in the classroom. How did these ideas work for them?  What changes would they like to see?
